ORDER

At present Government have no scheme to provide employment to the outstanding sportsmen/women
in Public Service except the provision for the grant of grace marks upto 35% to them while making recruit-
ment through Public Service Commission as per G.O.MS No. 21/78/GAD dated 11-1-1978. The question of
making direct appointment of outstanding sportsmen/women to the Public Services as a measure of incen-
tive for promotion of Sports and Games in this State has been under consideration of Government for some
time past. In the budget speech presenting the State Budget for 1985-86 the Finance Minister has announced
that outstanding sportsmen/women would be appointed in Class II, Calss III and Class IV posts under
Government by direct recruitment and that Government companies and Corporations would also be enabled
to make similar recruitment of oustanding sportsmen/women. Accordingly Government are pleased to issue
the following orders.

(i) A maximum of 20 appointments in all, every year in the State Services, Subordinates Services and
Last Grade Service mentioned in the list appended (Appendix) will be set apart for appointment of the
outstanding sportsmen/women to the Public Service without consulting the Kerala Public Service
Commission.

(ii) The Kerala Public Service Commission (Consultation) Regulation will be amended to exclude the
above appointments from the purview of Kerala Public Service Commission.

(iii) The appointment of outstanding sportsmen/women in Public Service will be exempted from the op-
eration of rules regarding reservation in appointments, in the General Rules in Part II of the Kerala
State and Subordinate Service Rules, 1958.

(iv) Only those sportsman/women who have made outstanding contributions like achievements in recognised
International/National Tournaments, State Championships and Inter-University/University meets will
be eligible for appointment under the programme.

The procedure and modalities of recruitment under the scheme will be prescribed separately.

2. The General Administration (Rules) Department will take immediate action to amend the
Kerala Public Service Commission (Consultation) Regulations, 1957 and Kerala State and Subordinate
Services Rules, 1958 (General Rules) in accordance with the above orders.

3. Recruitment of outstanding Sportsmeen/women to statutory Boards, Government Compa-
nies and Corporations will require amendment to the relevant Statutes and Rules. This will be considered
separately and orders issued.
